A
survey of more than 7,000 US. adults showed that people who got more sleep had a
higher feeling of happiness than those who got less sleep.

The researchers calculated the happiness scores based on subjects’ answers to
questions about their social relationships, financial condition, and physical health.

The average happiness score for people who got 8 hours of sleep a night was
65.7 out of 100, 64.2 for those who got 7 hours of sleep and 594 for those who got
6 hours of sleep. This shows that the longer you sleep, the happier you feel
